The rapid development of the gig economy over the past few decades has transformed the global work environment by offering flexible employment opportunities. This paper aims to identify the role of the gig economy in the development of women's labour participation in India, with special emphasis on flexibility, autonomy and vulnerability. The gig economy is a contradictory phenomenon in women's lives, offering both a platform for financial independence and a source of vulnerability. However, the paper also emphasis the need for strong policies, social protection and inclusive digital access to make the gig economy more equitable and empowering for women.
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
